MINUTES 
APPROVED
The Board acknowledged receipt of the minutes from the regular meeting held on November 3, 2025.  A motion was made by Brian Glick  to approve the minutes as presented. A motion was made by Jim Treaster Jr.   to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Brian Glick and carried unanimously. The motion was seconded by Jim Treaster Jr. and carried unanimously.
TEASURER’S 

REPORT
Brian Glick motioned to approve the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Jim Treaster Jr. seconded the motion and the motion carried. 
VISITORS

Michael Carothers from the VFW was present to update the Board on the “Hometown Hero” banners.  Michael presented the order form for the banners and noted mid-February of 2026 will be the cut off for the orders.  Michael stated they hope to get enough orders to hang the banners all through town.  They hope to have the banners hung by Memorial Day.  The Board discussed and agreed to buy three banners for the downtown park area.

Ann Thompson asked when the lights are going to be installed in the downtown park area.  Kurt Stauffer stated we are expecting to have a quote from Kish Valley Electric by the next meeting to install the electric and lights for the downtown park.

Molly Bourg stated she has concerns about residents that are living in a camper on her neighbor’s property.  The Supervisors are aware of the situation and the Zoning Officer has look into it.  There is nothing in the Zoning Ordinance that prohibits someone from living in a camper.  The Board discussed at length with Solicitor Searer about amending the current zoning ordinance or developing a separate ordinance to address these situations.  Molly Bourg also noted that she does from time to time have to pick up trash on her property that blows over from the camper.  The trash is something the Township can address with the owner of the camper.

4.
Marlene Tooley’s son addressed the Board and asked how the Supervisors protect an individual’s rights with the tax dollars that are collected. Brian Glick explained Union Township is a second class Township that follows the Second Class Township Code.  Under the Code the Supervisors are charged with the general governance of the Township and the execution of legislative, executive, and administrative powers in order to ensure sound fiscal management and to secure the health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of the Township.  Brian further explained the Township has zoning in place to also protect the citizens and explained what checks and balances are in place to prevent one Supervisor from having too much power.   The young man asked if the Township has anything available to hold educational programs etc.  Brian explained what space the Township has to hold educational programs at no charge.
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ROAD MASTER

Campus improvement – George Steele stated there is a little more grading to do in the parking lot to get it ready for paving.

Jericho & W. Back Mountain Road culverts – George Steele stated the Jericho Road culvert is done and he is waiting for the permit to do the culvert on the West Back Mountain Road.

Community Hall floor – George Steele stated the floor is on the schedule for the spring.

Sale Barn traffic signs – Brian Glick stated he is going to meet with George on this next week.

Emergency lights in all buildings -  Mike Frank stated he is in the process of replacing all the batteries in the emergency lights and making sure they are working.

The Board discussed the defibrillator that was previously approved for purchase for the Community Center.  Mike Frank stated he will get a price for the defibrillator.

Mike Frank stated both toilets at the Community Hall are leaking and need replaced.  The Board agreed to get it done.

Mike Frank noted he will be ordering extension cords for the Belleville Family Christmas celebration.

Regional Police Chief John Chester discussed the school zone signs for the Belleville Christian School and the Valley View Amish Mennonite School.  John Chester stated the current signs do not meet the regulations for enforcement.  The Board agreed to get the correct signage in place for enforcement.

Amish contribution toward roads – Engineer Taptich has drafted a letter to hand out to the Amish residents concerning the Amish contributions.  Engineer Taptich explained the letter and discussed it with the Board.  Kurt Stauffer and Engineer Taptich will finalize the letter for the Board’s review.
