Jere High presented the Paul B LLC land development plan.  The plan proposes the addition of a 6,000 sq. ft. material storage building to the property located at 4774 SR 655 Belleville.  The original land development plan for the Paul B store had included this storage building but that plan has since expired. The Township Engineer Dan Taptich has reviewed the plan and the stormwater controls were found to be adequate to accommodate the new building.  Brian Glick motioned to approve the land development plan as presented.  Jim Treaster Jr. seconded the motion and the motion carried.

Logan Rockwell from CES Engineering LLC presented the land development plan for Simon Peachey located at 388 Belleville Lane, Belleville.  The plan proposes the addition of a 5,796 sq. ft. chicken barn that will house 4,000 layer chickens.  It was noted the Township Engineer Dan Taptich reviewed the plan and his comments were addressed.  A motion was made by Jim Treaster Jr. to approve the land development plan as presented.  Brian Glick seconded the motion and the motion carried.
