MINUTES 
APPROVED
The Board acknowledged receipt of the minutes from the regular meeting held on March 2, 2026.  A motion was made by Jim Treaster Jr. to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Kurt Stauffer and carried unanimously. 
TEASURER’S 

REPORT
Jim Treaster Jr. motioned to approve the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Ken Walters seconded the motion and the motion carried. 
ZONING
1.
William Wright presented the Land Development plan for Jonathan Zook located at 5 Sunset Drive, Belleville.  The plan proposes to convert part of the existing stable into an accessory dwelling unit to be served by its own on-lot sewage disposal system and existing private well.  William Wright noted the plan has received approvals from the Union Township Zoning Hearing Board and DEP.  A motion was made by Jim Treaster Jr. to approve the plan as presented.  The motion was seconded by Kurt Stauffer and carried unanimously.

Authority Manager Fred Fultz explained the control box in the grinder pump at the library had burned up.  It will cost $959.00 to repair the grinder pump and the repair will be invoiced to the Township.  Fred Fultz noted there are six grinder pumps in use throughout the township and briefly discussed the pros and cons of the different types of pumps.

Fred Fultz stated the manholes and the grease separator have been ordered for the sewer line to the concession stand.  Fred Fultz noted Shafranich & Son Excavating is tentatively scheduled to cut the road on March 20th and start digging on March 23rd.

Fred Fultz also noted the Rockville sewer project is still moving along.

REGIONAL POLICE

Regional Police Chief John Chester updated the Board on the incidents within the Township.  Chief Chester reported on the status of the department and noted the Board is working on possibly updating the intermunicipal agreement.
ROAD MASTER
1. 
Campus improvement –  The Board discussed the campus improvement project and agreed to hold off on the curbing and paving for phase one.  To accommodate for future room rentals and additional parking, the Board agreed to move forward with the parking lot at the rear of the Community Center.

Thumb attachment – The Manager reported Mike Frank received a quote in the amount of $10,520.22 from Foster F. Wineland Inc. for a thumb attachment with installation for on the backhoe.  Mike Frank also received a quote in the amount of $6,404.88 from Foster F. Wineland Inc. for a 36-inch tilt bucket for on the backhoe.  The Board discussed and agreed to contact Peight’s Welding to see what it would cost to have a 36-inch bucket made for the backhoe.

Mike Frank obtained a price for a used broom from WEACO Equipment in the amount of $4,900.00 for on the backhoe.

Stone Bid – Kurt Stauffer opened a sealed stone bid from Glen O Hawbaker Inc. and read aloud the results.  A motion was made by Jim Treaster Jr. to accept the bid from Glenn O Hawbaker Inc.  The motion was seconded by Ken Walkters and carried unanimously. (Results are attached.)

Road projects – The Manager noted the road projects had to be advertised as a prevailing wage project and the bid opening will be held on April 6, 2026.

Paving Joint on Kish Street – The project is on hold  until school is out for the summer.

Mohawk Road – The Board discussed the culvert on Mohawk Road and possibly televising the culvert to determine its direction.  The Board agreed to discuss it with Fred Fultz.

5.
Belleville Hill sidewalks – There is a meeting scheduled with the Mifflin County CDBG liaison and SEDA COG project coordinator on March 19th at 10:30am.  Engineer Taptich explained CDBG stands for Community Development Block Grant.  This program helps assist municipalities with providing suitable living environments by expanding economic opportunities for low to moderate income persons.

ENGINEERING

Spring Run bridge T-368 –  The Multimodal Transportation Fund Grant contract has been executed by the Chairman and Manager.  Engineer Taptich has spoken to Lonnie Griffith with Mifflin County and Lonnie feels the County will give a minimum of $100,000 towards the project.  Engineer Taptich stated he is currently looking into alternate bridge designs that are Penn Dot approved and will get estimated costs to the Board.

Sewer Line extension for the concession stand – Engineer Taptich solicited and received the following quotes to install the sanitary sewer line to the concession stand. 


Shafranich & Son Excavating - $9,618.00  
Boozel Contracting LLC - $19,500.00 



A motion was made by Ken Walters to accept the quote from Shafranich & Son Excavating in the amount of $9,618.00.  The motion was seconded by Jim  Treaster Jr. and carried unanimously.

Back Mountain Road & SR 305 intersection widening – Engineer Taptich stated he is working with the engineering firm GEO Tech to help with this project.  Solicitor Dan Searer will be working on the easement agreement for the property. The Board discussed the appraisal process to purchase the property needed to widen the intersection.  Engineer Taptich will provide a plan for the appraisal and Ken Walters agreed to talk to the property owner.

Bridges to be added to the County’s bridge program -  Engineer Taptich is still waiting to hear back from Lonnie Griffith with Mifflin County.

Front Mountain Road Traffic Study – The Board discussed the speeding on the Front Mountain Road.  The Board agreed to hold off on a traffic study and request Regional Police to patrol for the speeding.
