MINUTES 
APPROVED
The Board acknowledged receipt of the minutes from the regular meeting held on February 16, 2026.  A motion was made by Jim Treaster Jr. to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Kurt Stauffer and carried unanimously. 
ZONING
1.
The Board reviewed the Zoning Report submitted by Zoning Officer Ray Burns.  A motion was made by Jim Treaster Jr.  to approve the report as presented.  Kurt Stauffer seconded the motion and the motion carried.


2.
William Wright presented the Clear View School Board land development plan located at 226 Greenwood Road, Belleville.   William Wright explained the plan and noted the comments from Engineer Taptich have been addressed on the revised plan.  Kurt Stauffer motioned to approve the plan as presented.  Jim Treaster Jr. seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

The Board reviewed the Union Township Planning Commission’s recommendation to redistrict the Community Center property. The Commission recommends expanding the Village Center District to include the following.
· The west side of Second Street from N. Kish Street to N. Penn Street

· The properties on the west side of N. Penn Street

· All of the Township owned property over to Grand Street and then down Grand Street to include the Belleville Commons complex.   
Kurt Stauffer motioned to approve the Union Township Planning Commission’s recommendation.  The motion was seconded by Jim Treaster Jr. and carried unanimously.

An email was received from the Bureau Veritas explaining changes that have occurred at the Lewistown Office.  Kurt Stauffer noted the Bureau Veritas has renewed their lease for another year at the Derry Township Municipal building.  The Office hours will be Monday through Friday 8am to 12pm.

Venita Wager was present to express her concerns with the condition of the sidewalk located along SR655 on the Belleville hill.  Kurt Stauffer explained the Township is in the process of trying to find funding to repair the sidewalk.

Steph Byler and Derek Fultz were present to discuss the status of the new shed.  The Board agreed the Belleville Sports Association can proceed with ordering the new shed and with the electrical hooked up.  It was also noted the Township’s insurance company has no issues with the equipment in the concession stand.  Steph stated no changes will be made at the concession stand other than moving the equipment around.  Steph discussed the pad for the new shed and possible water and sewer hookup in the future.  Steph will contact the Township once they are ready for the pad and for the work to be done at the batting cage.  It was noted the Belleville Sports Association will remove the old shed at the softball field.

The Board briefly discussed redoing the walking path and agreed the walking path just needs maintenance work.
