The Board acknowledged receipt of the minutes from the regular meeting held on March 16, 2026.  A motion was made by Jim Treaster Jr.  to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Kurt Stauffer and carried unanimously.

Ted Corothers updated the Board on the status of the Hometown Hero banners.  Ted stated he has over 60 banners to hang through town and explained the layout for the banners.  Ted stated they will have a bucket truck to help hang the banners and he is requesting to have a Township truck or the Fire Police follow behind the bucket truck for safety.  The Board agreed to the request.  Ted Corothers discussed the decorative light poles that are planned for the downtown park.  Ted asked why the township is spending money for light poles on an area that is less than half an acre.  Jim Treaster Jr. stated the Board wanted to make the downtown area look nice and felt the decorative lights would be a nice addition to the park.  Ted Corothers stated he feels this is not the best way to spend tax dollars.  The Board thanked Ted for his opinion but noted the project is moving forward.
