MINUTES 
APPROVED
The Board acknowledged receipt of the minutes from the regular meeting held on April 20, 2026.  A motion was made by Jim Treaster Jr. to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Ken Walters  and carried unanimously. 
VISITORS
1.
John Daulby was present to discuss the old barn property.  John stated the property was advertised as a commercial lot and when he bought the property he thought he could do anything he wanted with it. John explained he would like to place storge containers on the property to possibly rent out to vendors at the Sale Barn.   John stated the Zoning Officer told him he could not do that.  The Zoning Officer told John he could use the storage containers for himself but could not rent them out to anyone else.  The property is located in the Village Central District and  the Manager agreed to look into it.

2.
Chris Plank asked where he could find the conditions the Mifflin County Dream Center needs to meet for their group home to be allowed in the former Pyramid Health Care building.  The Board explained these conditions can be found in the Union Township Zoning Ordinance.

3.
John Martin presented a letter asking for approval to bring additional fire police units from outside the township to help with the Memorial Day Parade and VFW service on May 25, 2026, and the Fire Man’s Festival Parade on August 1, 2026.  A motion was made by  Jim Treaster Jr. to approve the additional Fire Police.  The motion was seconded by Ken Walters and carried unanimously.

4.
John Martin asked if anything could be done to enforce Brightspeed to repair their communication  poles.   The Board acknowledged this is ongoing issue and agreed to check into it further to find out what procedures Brightspeed must follow to repair their poles/lines. 
ZONING
1.
The Board reviewed the Zoning Report submitted by Zoning Officer Ray Burns.  A motion was made by Jim Treaster Jr. to approve the report as presented.   Ken Walters seconded the motion and the motion carried.


2.
The 90-day extension that was granted for the Galen King plan expires on May 4, 2026.  Zoning Officer Ray Burns is recommending the Board of Supervisors reject the plan and notify Galen King that when a new plan is developed that addresses all the previous concerns it can be submitted as new plan.  A motion was made by Ken Walter to reject the Galen King plan.  The motion was seconded by Jim Treaster Jr. and carried unanimously. 

3.
It was noted the Zoning Officer Ray Burns will be on vacation during the month of June.
ROAD MASTER
1. 
W. Back Mountain Road culvert – Engineer Dan Taptich has verified the Township will need to obtain a permit from DEP to replace the culvert.

2.
It was noted the Case Loader is still waiting to be repaired by Jacob Equipment Repair. 

3.
The Board reviewed three estimates for installing a replacement heat pump system at the Library from Greg Peachey Heating and Cooling.  After some discussion a motion was made by Jim 



Treaster Jr. to approve the estimate for mini splits in the amount of $8,025.00.   Ken Walters seconded the motion and the motion carried.
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ROADS
1.
Amish contribution toward roads – Kurt Stauffer stated Sylvanus Peachey has been discussing the Amish contribution with the bishops and the bishops would like to meet with the Board of Supervisors to discuss further. The Board agreed and Kurt will schedule the meeting.

2.
Road projects – The Manager noted Mike Frank and Engineer Dan Taptich identified four places on the Belleville Lane that need to be dug out and the base replaced.

3.
Dirt, Gravel and Low Volume Road program – Mike Frank has a meeting scheduled with Floyd Ciccolini on May 5th at 12:30pm to look at the Roy I Road.

Belleville Hill sidewalks – Penn Dot’s response to the ownership of the sidewalks on the Belleville Hill is either the Township’s responsibility or the property owner’s responsibility.  The Board discussed sending a letter to the property owner making them aware of their liability.  The Board agreed to discuss it further with Solicitor Searer.

General Nuisance ordinance – The draft ordinance has been emailed to Solicitor Dan Searer.

Classrooms available to rent – The draft zoning change ordinance and the list of effected properties has been emailed to Solicitor Searer.
ENGINEERING

Sewer Line extension for the concession stand – Kurt Stauffer stated the job is not  100% complete.  Part of the quote from Wm Shafranich & Son Excavating included pressure tests to be done on the sewer line and manholes.  Authority Manager Fred Fultz had to coordinate the testing with Glenn O Hawbaker Inc. and so far, the sewer line has been tested but we are still waiting for the manholes to be tested.  These invoices for the testing from Glenn O. Hawbaker Inc. will be deducted from the Wm. Shafranich & Son Excavating invoice.  Once all the testing is complete the Township will pay the Wm. Shafranich & Son Excavating invoice.

MUNICIPAL AUTH.

The Manager reported the new main water line for the west side of town has been installed and tested.  The bacteria samples all came back good.  The line will be flushed out tomorrow and in operation.  The private water line replacement planned for the Wilson property will be completed at a later date.  The Water Company has other projects that need to be completed first due to funding requirements.

The Manager stated Mike Frank is concerned about removing the old fountain to repair the leak.  Mike thinks the fountain will fall apart due to its deteriorating condition.  After some discussion the Board agreed to permanently remove the fountain.
