MINUTES 
APPROVED
The Board acknowledged receipt of the minutes from the regular meeting held on May 4, 2026.  A motion was made by Jim Treaster Jr. to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Ken Walters and carried unanimously. 
TEASURER’S 

REPORT
Jim Treaster Jr. motioned to approve the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Ken Walters seconded the motion and the motion carried. It was noted that not all of the property tax and light tax has been collected.

ZONING
1.
The Board briefly discussed addressing Data Centers in the zoning ordinance.  The Board agreed to have the Planning commission look into it and start the process.

AUTHORITY

MANAGER
1.
Authority Manager Fred Fultz stated the two manholes for the concession stand sewer extension failed the vacuum testing.  Fred Fultz explained the vacuum testing process and he will contact the contractor once the Authority Board decides on what corrective action to take.  Engineer Taptich recommends not paying the contractor’s invoice until the issues are resolved.

2.
Fred Fultz stated the Authority Board met with Penn Vest as a requirement for the pre-application for funding the Rockville sewer project.  The meeting went well and the Authority is looking at a twenty-year loan with a 1 to 1.5% interest rate.  The Authority engineer is working to complete the permitting by October so the project can begin in 2027.

ROAD MASTER
1. 
Campus improvement – Engineer Taptich is working on estimates for the parking lot and drainage.

2.
W. Back Mountain Road culverts – The Township is waiting for the permit from DEP. 

3.  
Community Hall floor – Road Master Mike Frank noted the floor is on the schedule for the fall.

4.
Backhoe attachments – The Board agreed to hold a workshop to discuss equipment options.

5.
Case Loader – Mike Frank will contact Jacob’s Equipment Repair to see where the loader is on their schedule.


6.
AC heat at library – Mike Frank stated Greg Peachey is planning to install the mini splits sometime in the next two weeks.

7.
Water fountain – Mike Frank will remove the old water fountain at the playground and leave a water connection for a hose hookup.

8.
Regional police lines - 
 Mike Frank is waiting for an officer to meet with him on the locations for the lines.

9.  Mike Frank stated he got the pipe for the Lewistown Road culvert and should have it installed in the next couple of weeks.


10.
Mike Frank stated he installed two new LED lights on the concession stands.

11.
Mike Frank stated he was contacted by Adam Glick asking where we stood with the electric hookup to the new concession stand.   Mike stated he explained the electrical hookup was up to the Belleville Sports Association to get done.

12.
Mike Frank stated his meeting with Floyd Ciccolini went well.  The Roy I Road qualifies for Dirt, Gravel, and Low Volume Road funding to handle the stormwater runoff.  Engineer Taptich explained the Township will need to coordinate with the owner of the property located at the bottom of the road in order to place a catch basin in the field before it goes to the stream.  Engineer Taptich stated the project may consist of 4 to 5 inlet boxes with piping starting from SR 655 to the bottom of Roy I Road.  Engineer Taptich and the  Manager will start working on the grant application.  The Board agreed.
ROADS
1.
Amish contribution toward roads – Nothing new to report.

2.
Road projects  - Nothing new to report.

3.
Paving joints on Kish Street and Walnut Street – The Board discussed milling and paving the joints on Kish Street and on Walnut Street at the Community Hall.  Engineer Taptich stated the second joint on Walnut Street at the Jenkin street intersection will be a bigger issue.  The Board agreed to contact a couple paving companies for estimates. 

4.
Mohawk Road –  The Board agreed to patch the bad spots on Mohawk Road and look at it again next year as a possible project.

5.
Belleville Hill sidewalks – The Boad discussed at length with Solicitor Searer about the possibility of sending a letter to the property owners concerning the liability with the condition of sidewalks. A lengthy discussion pursued about how to address it and everyone agreed to at least send a letter to the property owners making them aware of their liability.

6.
Jim Treaster Jr. asked Mike Frank if he checked into the tar blocks for the crack sealing.   Mike stated he has not and explained his concerns with how long it might take to melt the blocks.   After some further discussion Mike agreed to check into a timer for the heater to heat the blocks ahead of time.
REGIONAL POLICE
1.
Regional Police Chief John Chester updated the Board on the incidents within the Township.  Chief Chester reported on the status of the ALPR/MVR for in the vehicles.  Chief Chester stated the new car should be in operation by the end of the month.  Chief Chester noted the Chief’s position will be posted in the near future.  Chief Chester addressed some speeding concerns.

General Nuisance ordinance – Solicitor Searer is still reviewing the proposed general nuisance ordinance.

Classrooms available for rent –  Solicitor Searer is still reviewing the proposed zoning change ordinance.
ENGINEERING
1.
Spring Run Road bridge T-368 – It was noted all documents have been executed for the grant.  The grant term is January 20, 2026 to June 30, 2029.  Engineer Taptich will be submitting the application for the GP-11 permit.  The next inspection on the bridge will be sometime in the last week of May. 

2.
NPDES project – Engineer Taptich is working on estimates for the parking lot.

3.
Concession stand sewer line extension – Nothing more to discuss.

Back Mountain Road & SR 305 intersection widening – Engineer Taptich noted the easement plat was delivered to Emanual Peachey.  Solicitor Searer will complete the easement agreements to acquire the ground. 

5.
Bridges to be added to the County’s bridge program –  Engineer Taptich stated the bridge decks will not be done this year through the program.  The County has allocated monies through the program for the Spring Run Road bridge project.

6.
Menno / Union bridge– Engineer Taptich stated this bridge is on the County’s radar as a future project.

Lights for downtown park area – The Manager noted work has begun and will hopefully finish on Thursday.
